Proposed itinerary: Hotel Thaler, Kufstein
This itinerary is based on previous groups and their preferences and is merely a suggestion on our part. Almost all items and activities are interchangeable and the schedule can be revised to suit the client.

Day 1 

Arrival at Munich airport at approximately 10 am 

Early morning arrival option: a Munich city tour in the morning with lunch at the famous Hofbräuhaus just around the corner from the Vitalienmarkt, an open air market with local culinary tastes to delight all.

2-hour luxury coach transfer to Kufstein with drinks en route. Check in at your hotel, relax and unpack. 

Afternoon: guided tour of Kufstein and Concert

Evening: Welcome evening with pre dinner welcome drinks and overview of proceedings for all.

Day 2 

Skiers program: After breakfast the skiers head off to the ski slopes for their first day of skiing.

The entrance point into the Skiwelt region is Söll leading directly to the highest point in the region, the Hohe Salve and only a short 15 minute ride on the ski bus. 

Fitting of Ski equipment – we suggest list of all skiers’ exact details so that the ski shop in Söll can prepare and label the equipment for each skier. 

Once all skiers have been sorted into their ability groups and had their first tries or runs, enjoy a lunch break at leisure with the instructors in one of the many ski huts on top of the mountain, followed by more skiing in the afternoon.

Non-Skiers Program: get acquainted with the Skiwelt region and its lovely villages from Westendorf to Ellmau or venture further into the adjacent villages of St Johann and Kitzbühel. The trip includes stops at all the villages and overview of these by an English-speaking guide. 

Evening: After a long day in the fresh air, a customary après ski drink or two before getting back to the hotel late in the afternoon. Söll is perfect for that and there will be a late ski bus booked for you at about 18.00h to return to the hotel.

Refresh and get ready for a Medieval Gala Dinner with live music and dance at the hotel. 

Day 3 

Skiers program: The skiers will head off for the slopes and be taught the correct ski lines and techniques with their instructors and guides.

Non-skiers program: A visit to the famous Swarovski Crystal Worlds in Wattens, Innsbruck is on the program of the day. Innsbruck is a drive of about 45 minutes from Kufstein by luxury coach. Lunch in Innsbruck and a little leisure time in the afternoon.

Evening: Tonight everyone will leave the cosy hotel set up and transfer to the romantic Hinterthiersee mountain tops for a traditional hut evening and meal, some Gluehwein and Schnapps, before heading down the floodlit toboggan run. A must of every Austrian experience, lots of fun and laughter · but keep your wits about you to control the speed!

Day 4 

Skiers program: After breakfast the skiers will head off for the slopes for yet another fun filled action day in the snow. By now even the beginners should be doing their turns successfully and becoming more at ease on their skies. The advanced skiers will be exploring slopes further a field in this the largest connected ski area of Austria.

Non-skiers program: It is time for another Austrian treat · a ride in the horse sleigh. Equipped with a packet of hot chestnuts, flasks filled with drinks and warm blankets on their lap; let the fairy tale countryside glide you by ….. through forests, past lakes and rivers…. and possibly some ice skating to round off a typical Tyrolean day.

For those who want to spend more time in the lovely crisp winter landscape, some ice skating or cross country could round off your day, or simply enjoy some time in the wellness spa of the hotel with its heated indoor swimming pool and sauna…. 

Evening: Dinner is in the hotels sumptuous dining room – 4 courses to choose from after which those who still have the energy will take time off to explore the busy nightlife… a pub-crawl is just what they will need. Take your pick of one of the many pubs around the hotel or venture farther a field to the villages surrounding Kufstein. Perhaps tonight is the night to check out Kitzbühel and meet international fame – the most celebrated downhill ski run, the Hahnenkamm races are on during that time ( to be confirmed, next years schedule is not released yet ).

Day 5 

Skiers and non-skiers program: After breakfast, skiers and non-skiers alike will enjoy a day of winter Olympics. After some more morning practicing for the skiers and a winter hike through Söll for the non-skiers, the instructors will have the afternoon events laid out in the form of fun Winter Olympics. Slalom and downhill racing for all class of skiers – pit your wits against the clock and the competition …. a great afternoon of fun for all. After the Olympics everybody has the opportunity to experience true après ski in Ellmau before returning back to the hotel.
Non-skiers will take part in the Olympics with Tobogganing, Tellerbob, Cross Country, Sack races, Snowbar and Schnapsstation.

Evening:  A typical Tyrolean evening with a big buffet offering a vast range of local specialities will end the day….

Day 6 
Skiers program: This is the last day for the skiing die-hards, so get ready to show the instructors a thing or two on the immense wide region of the SkiWelt.

Non-skiers program: A trip to Salzburg and Mozart's birthplace, the cobble stone alleys and romantic setting of this famous medieval town, also known from the musical “Sound of Music”, are a must for the Austria lover. Luxury coach to and from Salzburg.

Evening: Tonight everyone will light the fire torches and take an evening walk before dinner ( either at the hotel or in a local restaurant )

Day 7 

Sumptuous Breakfast, final packing and coach departure for Munich. 

There is ample time before having to check in at Munich airport, so a quick sight seeing tour and time for shopping in Munich is a good way to stretch those legs before the long flight home.
